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A Study on Counselor Education

Recent increase of counseling service demands more professinal counselors be produced.
The present study attempted to investigate the quality of counselor education program for
Master Degree, and to establish the Internship Program model in university counseling
center,

A questionnaire was admininistered to the graduate students who majored in
counseling or clinical psychology. They finished their course-work or thesis within two
years prior to the surrvey.

Data were analyzed on their courses, practicum institutes, activities for the practicum
training, etc. About sixty-four percent of the fourty-two respondents were practiced in
their graduate course, mostly at university counseling centers.

For a proposal of professional counselor training program, a foreign university
counseling center internship program was reviewed.

Finally, an internship program was proposed to provide a quality training for a
professional counseling psychologist required by the Korean Psychological Association.
