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The Relationship between Narcissism

and Multidimensional Perfectionism

The purpose of this study was to examine the relations between the narcissistic personality
peculiarity(character) and the multidimensional perfectionism targeted in korean university
students. First the factor structure of Narcissistic Personality Inventory(NPI) and Narcissistic
Personality Disorder Scale(NPDS) were examined. Four factors were founded in NPI: Superiority,
Exhibitionism/Vanity, Need for Power/Entitlement, arrogance/Exploitativeness. Three factors were
founded in NPDS: Hypersensitiveness, Need for Admiration/Attention. In relationship of NPI,
NPDS and Multidimensional Perfectionism Scale(MPS), Superiority of NPI and Need for
Admiration/Attention of NPDS influenced to self-oriented perfectionism. Need for Power/
Entitlement and  Superiority of NPI influenced to other-oriented perfectionism. And

Hypersensitiveness of NPDS influenced to socially-prescribed perfectionism.
